Congress has enacted several tax laws to encourage charitable giving in 2020. The following may
be important to you…and Hope! The CARES Act Expires on December 31, 2020
 
This recently enacted government stimulus bill, the “CARES Act”, provides some additional tax
relief for donors.  This makes it easier to give and save at the same time.

- If you itemize on Schedule A of your tax return, you may deduct charitable gifts of cash up to
100% of your Adjusted Gross Income (AGI).  This was previously limited to 60%.
- If you take the standard deduction on your 2020 tax return, you can claim a brand new
“above-the-line” deduction of up to $300 for cash donations to charity that you make this year.       
- This Act temporarily waives required minimum distributions (RMDs) from qualified retirement
plans and IRAs for the calendar year 2020.
